(Twin / Full)
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BUNK BED SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

Please read completely before using the Bunk Bed.

Follow the information warnings written on the sticker affixed to the upper bunk bed structure and on the carton. Do not remove warning label from the bed.

Always use the recommended mattress size and mattress support to prevent entrapment or falls.

The top surface of the mattress must be at least 5” (127mm) below the upper edge guard rails. Maximum Mattress thickness must not exceed 8”

The use of water or any type of flotation mattress is prohibited. 

Do not allow children under 6 years of age to use the upper bunk.

Periodically check and ensure the guardrail, ladder and other components are in their proper positions, free from damage and that all connections are tight.

Do not allow playing on or under the bed. Do not jump on the bed. Doing so may damage the bed or cause injuries.

Always use the ladder to enter or exit the upper bunk.

Do not use substitute parts. Contact the manufacturer or retailers for replacement parts.

Always use guard rails on both long sides of upper bunk.
This product is manufactured of Solid Oak.

	Ladder Steps
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PLEASE NOTE: THIS BUNK IS DESIGNED TO BE ASSEMBLED USING THE ALLEN WRENCH PROVIDED. DO NOT USE POWER TOOLS TO ASSEMBLE THE BED FRAME AS IT MAY DAMAGE THE PRODUCT.

STEP 1: Assembling the Lower Bunk

1. Insert two Barrels Nuts (Part ‘N-2’) into each end of the Mattress Side Rails (Part ‘E’). Be sure the long slot on the barrel nut is facing out and towards the end of the side rail.

2. Bolt the Mattress Side Rail to the Lower Headboard (Part ’A’) by inserting two 3” Rail Bolts (Part ‘N’) through the holes in the post of the headboard and into the side rail’s Barrel Nuts that you inserted during the previous step. Using the allen wrench provided, screw in only part way. Make sure the slots on the bottom of side rail are facing toward the inside of the bed. 

3. Repeat the steps above until all four corners are attached to both the Lower Headboard and the Lower Footboard (Part ‘B’).

4. Once all four corners are attached, tighten bolts using the Allen Wrench. Do not use a power drill.

STEP 2: Assembling Support Slats

1. Lay out the 51” Mattress Support Slats (Part ‘F’) with the webbing facing down.

2. Insert the slats into the slots in the Mattress Side Rails. Be sure there is a slat in every slot.

3. Secure each of the slats in the slots using the Black Screws (Part ‘L’). Screw them into the predrilled holes in the slat. You may use a power drill to secure these screws.
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STEP 3: Assembling the Upper Bunk

IMPORTANT: Make sure the Gold Warning Label on the Upper Headboard is facing towards the outside of the bed.

Back Side of Upper Bunk:

1. Using the same method as described in step one, prepare the Mattress Side Rail (Part ‘E’) by inserting the Barrel Nuts (Part ‘N-2’) into the Mattress Side Rail. Be sure the long slot on the barrel nut is facing out and towards the end of the side rail.

2. Attach a Mattress Side Rail (Part ‘E’) to the bottom two holes of the Upper Headboard (Part ‘C’) securing with the 3” Rail Bolts (Part ‘N’). Do not tighten completely.

3. Attach the Mattress Side Rail to the Upper Footboard (Part ‘D’) using the same procedure described above.

Front Side of Upper Bunk:
1. Repeat step 1-3 under “Back Side” (above) for the front of the Upper Headboard and Footboard.

2. Do not completely tighten the bolts until after the guard rails are attached.

Mattress Support Slats:

1. Lay out the 36” Mattress Support Slats (Part ‘G’) with the webbing facing down.

2. Insert the slats into the slots in the Mattress Side Rails. Be sure there is a slat in every slot.

3. Secure each of the slats in the slots using the Black Screws (Part ‘L’). Screw them into the predrilled holes in the slat. You may use a power drill to secure these screws.

Secure 74” Guard Rail

1. Insert Barrel Nuts (Part N-2)  into the 74” Guard Rail (Part ‘H’) as previously described in Steps 1 and 3.

2. Attach the 74” Guard Rail at the rear of the Upper Bunk Headbooard and Footboard using the allen wrench and securing with 3” Rail Bolts (Part ‘N’). Do not tighten completely until entire upper bunk is assembled.

Mount Front Guard Rail Post

1. Attach the Guard Rail Post (Part ‘J’) to the previously attached upper bunk front Mattress Side Rail (Part ‘E’) using two 2 1/3” Rail Bolts (Part ‘O’). YOU DO NOT NEED BARREL NUTS FOR THIS.

Secure 60” Guard Rail

1. Insert Barrel Nuts (Part N-2)  into the 60” Guard Rail (Part ‘I’) as previously described in Steps 1 and 3.

2. Attach the 60” Guard Rail at the front of the Upper Bunk Headbooard and Footboard using the allen wrench and securing with 3” Rail Bolts (Part ‘N’). 

3. Tighten all bolts by hand completely once the last Guard Rail is secured in place.
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STEP 4: Connecting the Bunk Beds

1. Insert Steel Connector Pins (Part ‘K’) into holes located on the top of the lower bunk Foot and Headboard.  IMPORTANT: Pins should extend 1 ¼” above the rail. 

2. Place Top Bunk Assembly over pins and onto lower bunk.

STEP 5: Assembling the Ladder 

1. Insert Barrel Nuts (Part 0-2) into each Ladder Step (Part ‘P-2’). Make sure the Barrel Nut holes are on the underside of each step, facing down.

2. Using the 2 1/3” Rail Bolts (Part ‘O’), secure the Left Vertical Ladder Support (Part ‘P-L’) to the steps.

3. Repeat above with the Right Vertical Ladder Support (Part ‘P-R’). 

4. Hand tighten all bolts with Allen Wrench.

5. Both ladder supports have two predrilled holes at the top and bottom. Secure Ladder Hooks to the top and bottom of each Vertical Ladder Support using Black Screws (Part ‘L’)

6. Hook ladder securely over the top ladder side rail. Secure the top of the ladder to the inside rail of the upper bunk using  Black Screws (Part ‘L’) (See Diagram)
